Mr. Crowe:  I looked at it and it’s a wet area.  Ed?

Mr. Iannotti:  My feelings are if they can get through the ISDS and DEM I don’t see a 
problem with it.  I went by there and I see it being really wet, they have a lot of new 
situations that allow a septic so if you can get through all those I don’t see a problem 
with our end.  I did also notice someone had mentioned the situation at the end of the 
road with the water on the left pooling up and….

Mr. Crowe:  That is what I saw.

Mr. Iannotti:  DEM is not that easy…

Mr. Crowe:  We have to make sure that somehow all his drainage stays within his lot.  I 
don’t know how to do that.  Is that something Planning normally takes care of?

Mr. Peabody:  Yes, our Engineer when he signs off on the permit can, it’s pretty tough, 
we usually require they put in roof drains or drywells but it is so wet I don’t know if 
they can do that.  We can make it so the water, the general grade right now goes away
from the street.  

Mr. Lacaillade:  Everything pitches down from the street.

Mr. Peabody:  Everything pitches down from the street so…
Mr. Lacaillade:  Yeah, he is on the back side.

Mr. Crowe:  I don’t foresee it…

Mr. Peabody:  I don’t see that going towards the road so I don’t see it as being a big 
issue.  More of the issue is if he can make it through DEM, he still have to go through
 DEM for setbacks on the wetland and of course the ISDS.  

Mr. Crowe:  We also spoke about another 5 feet.  He was agreeing to do that.  

Mr. Lacaillade:  My concern is that the road is so narrow that the house will be so close 
to the road.  If you go back to Cahoone and Sisson there is a house in the same 
situation but it has boulders in certain places to work like blocks.  That is my only 
concern.  He is going to have to go through DEM’s hoops; he will have to deal with 
them and we know historically in the Spring his backyard will become a pond.  If he can 
get his permits and get squared away there is not much to talk about besides being off 
the road but there is really not a lot of places he can put that house.  
Mr. Crowe:  Would you like to see that five feet…

Mr. Lacaillade:  If you can pull it off that would be great.

Mr. Crowe:  Ed, how do you feel about it?

Mr. Iannotti: If it’s possible yeah, I wouldn’t….
Mr. Crowe:  Coventry Survey seemed to feel it wouldn’t be a problem.  

Mr. Iannotti:  I wouldn’t want to hold up the whole project because he can’t, it’s
impossible….

Mr. Lacaillade:  Can we stipulate it?

Mr. Iannotti:  Can we stipulate that if at all possible?

Mr. Crowe:  It’s the way it’s submitted.  If he submits it to DEM with 5 feet back, as 
Peter explained that it would be the Town’s requirement would be 5 feet back off the 
road then they can submit it that way.

Ms. DeGraide:  But if it’s a deal breaker for DEM I don’t want to see that happen.

Mr. Lacaillade:  We don’t want to see that.

Mr. Crowe:  Right on top of the road, I have no complaints that he could come back to 
us if that is the deal breaker.  

Mr. Iannotti:  If there is a problem with the 5 feet let him come back?
Mr. Crowe:  That is fine with me.

Mr. Peabody:  Usually with DEM they have to submit to you guys first and ask for as 
much relief as possible but if you choose to say 25 feet DEM will, I don’t see where it 
will, 5 feet closer to wetlands will make a huge difference so it doesn’t have to change 
the place of the well or…

Mr. Crowe:  Right that is how Mr. Suorsa explained it.

Mr. Peabody:  I think there is a pretty good chance that it will be approved by DEM. I 
mean is there a way to do it so he can come back?
Mr. Crowe:  What we would do is approve with stipulation without prejudice so he could 
come back.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  I wasn’t here last month but I did go down there and review the 
minutes and I don’t see a conversation regarding fire apparatus.  Is that an issue?

Mr. Lacaillade:  The road is accessible to fire apparatus but it’s a narrow dirt road…

Mr. D’Onofrio:  Is there a turn around?

Mr. Lacaillade:  There are a couple of inlets; there are two side streets, Rice City Road 
intersects with it just beyond and so does Nelson Capwell Road.  Of course Sisson Road 
is at the beginning and 117 is at the other end.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  So you feel there is no issue there?

Mr. Lacaillade:  No.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  And I noticed there was a concern about dust from the road and that is 
more of the homeowner’s concern?
Mr. Lacaillade:  It’s not a road that people that live on race up and down it because of 
the condition it’s in to start with.  

Mr. D’Onofrio:  Other than that I am all set.  

Mr. Crowe:  Denise?

Ms. DeGraide:  I am okay with going that extra 5 feet, if he can’t do it then…

Mr. Crowe:  He will have to come back…

Ms. DeGraide:  If we do a stipulation without prejudice and he has to come back than I 
am fine with that.  It seems like the best thing for the process.

Mr. Crowe:  Okay if that is approved it will be approved with a stipulation.

Mr. Crowe:  We have the application of Jonathan and Cecil Moore.  This is sitting as the 
Board of Appeals so we will have to do this at the end of tonight as the Zoning Board of 
Review sitting as the Zoning Board of Appeals.  

Mr. Peabody:  I am just wondering if you have a quorum to vote since John wasn’t here 
at the last meeting.  

Mr. Crowe:  John was able to read the minutes.

Mr. Freel:  But if the other four people who were here vote unanimously in favor then 

you will have enough votes to pass.  So unless there is any issue on one failing by a 

single vote I don’t see there is a problem.

Mr. Amadio:  I want to build a detached garage in the far right corner of my yard.
There is no one behind me. It’s an open space and my neighbors have no problem with 
it.  I have a couple of classic cars that I want to store in the garage.  The thing is 
looking at it from the front being 10 feet in it will be behind my house and won’t look 
right.  I can move it the 5 feet and it will look better.  

Mr. Crowe:  You are proposing to be 5 feet on the rear and on the side and setback due 
to cosmetic.  If you look at this and you said 10 feet that 5 feet difference….

Mr. Amadio:  It will be right behind the house and it wouldn’t look right.

Mr. Crowe:  How about from the rear setback, if you brought it, you’re talking from the 
side or the rear?
Mr. Amadio:  From the side basically.

Mr. Crowe:  How about from the rear, if you came 10 feet from the rear?

Mr. Amadio: Looking out the back door it looks like its right in the back yard.  

Mr. Lacaillade:  What would be the distance from the back of your house to where the 
proposed structure is going to go right now, the front of it?

Mr. Amadio:  40 or 50 feet. I have a couple of pictures if it would help.

Applicant submits pictures as exhibits.

Mr. Lacaillade:  The back of your house is approximately 100 feet to the back of your 
property line?

Mr. Amadio:  Yup.

Mr. Peabody:  It would be about 67 feet.

(Mr. Crowe and applicant review pictures together.) The conversation is inaudible.

Ms. Gaudet:  Is this on the record?
Mr. Crowe: You have to speak up.

Mr. Freel:  It’s kind of hard for her to pick up what is being said so maybe you ought to 
step back to the podium.

Mr. Amadio:  Okay.

Mr. Crowe:  Now that everybody has taken a look at the pictures.  

Mr. Lacaillade:  The shed that is in the picture will that have to be removed?

Mr. Amadio:  Yes, I am going to sell it.

Mr. Iannotti:  How far from that shed…

Mr. Lacaillade:  Where is that shed located on your property right now?

Mr. Amadio:  Probably about three feet from the property line. It’s only temporary 
sitting on blocks.

Mr. Iannotti:  How about the back of it, the back of the shed where is the property line 
from there? Three feet?

Mr. Amadio:  Yeah, I would say about that, maybe 5 tops.

Mr. Crowe:  If that came in another 2 more feet from the back it would be at least 7 
feet would that really make a problem?

Mr. Amadio: No, I am more concerned about the side so it looks right looking from the 
front of the house.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  What about coming 10 feet from the back?

Mr. Amadio:  It’s just that it seems like a wasted space behind it.  It will take up a good 
chunk of space as it will. I am not sure if I would want to build it.  

Ms. Soucy:  It wouldn’t give you much yard?

Mr. Amadio:  No, it would take up a lot.

Mr. Iannotti:  In this picture, there is the shed, where is your property line?

Mr. Lacaillade:  Right there.

Mr. Iannotti:  Right behind it?

Mr. Amadio:  The shed is on the far right corner.

Mr. Iannotti:  That open space is not yours?

Mr. Amadio:  No.

Mr. Iannotti:  So where that tree is is your property line?

Mr. Amadio:  Yes.  It’s not exactly where the tree is they just put those trees there.  

Mr. Iannotti:  What is behind you?  Is that an empty lot that somebody…

Mr. Amadio:  It’s called Open Space it belongs to everyone in the new development.  I 
sent out letters to everyone.  

Ms. Soucy:  That’s up Old North Road way?

Ms. Amadio:  Yes.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  If you consider moving the garage up next to the house and you have 
an attached garage why is this so far back?
Mr. Amadio:  Personally I wanted a detached garage.  

Mr. D’Onofrio:  Is this a preference, it seems to me you would want a garage close to 
the house especially if you have a rainy day.
Mr. Amadio:  There is a garage attached to the house, I would say a one and half 
garage.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  This would be a second garage.

Mr. Amadio:  My wife puts her car in there and a couple of the kids’ toys.  Because the 
stairs come out to the garage….

Mr. D’Onofrio:  You want your own private room in the back?

Mr. Amadio:  I always wanted a separate garage, like I said I have a couple of classic 
cars and they can be kept there.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  What are you going to do with the space above?

Mr. Amadio:  Well I am getting rid of my shed and use it as storage.  My wife wants to 
put a pool in so it will hold patio furniture and all that.  It adds up fast.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  Are you planning on having any kind of pluming?

Mr. Amadio:  Pluming? No.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  What about lighting?

Mr. Amadio:  I didn’t even think of that, I would probably put a light.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  An outdoor spotlight? In my head I am trying to figure out how you are 
going to run the driveway back there. Which way the doors are facing, towards the 
street right?

Mr. Amadio:  Yes.

Mr. D’Onofrio:  And you are probably going to have a spotlight towards the driveway.

Mr. Amadio:  It’s not like I am going to be driving in there every day.  Like I said I have 
a couple of old classic cars and use it as storage.

Ms. Soucy:  Are those cars you are working on or are they done?

Mr. Amadio:  No, I drive them once in awhile basically I just want to store them there, 
they are for my kids he’s only three so they will be there for awhile.

Mr. Crowe:  The Association owns 86 acres all together.  We all have our common elements that we maintain.  
Ms. DeGraide:  Is the garage going to be more toward the front of the house?

Mr. Crowe:  It’s actually going to be located on the front of house if you call the water side the rear of the house.  You can drive right up to it.  It’s the only place.  We tried to move it around many times to a different location and due to the septic design and everything else it’s the only place we can put it.  It was my wife’s idea to attach the shed to it; I thought it was a very good idea rather than have a shed put in later on.  

Ms. Soucy:  Are you going to call that the front? 

Mr. Crowe:  We call it the front of the house, the roadside is the front of the house.  It is nowhere near the water the water is on the bottom side. 

Ms. Soucy:  Years ago we always called the water side the front and it changed over the years.  What do you think about it Jake?

Mr. Peabody:  I am going to have to say the water side is the back.

Mr. Lacaillade:  So as we look at this picture you would be coming in this way and…

Mr. Crowe:  Actually you would be coming in from directly right to it.

Ms. DeGraide:  So that side foot marker that you have there is that 5 feet from the road?

Mr. Crowe:  The road has been changed.  We moved the whole road over.  I will actually be quite a few feet away from the road.  The road is (applicant approaches Board and references where the road is on plans provided by him).  
Mr. Lacaillade:  So it’s kinda like in retrospect behind the house.  

Mr. Crowe:  Depends on which you want to call it. Its right where the pontoon boat is parked.  I physically parked it there all winter so I could get my head into where the garage is going.

Mr. Iannotti:  So you won’t have to stake it out we can just look at the pontoon boat.
